There are no sounders on these detectors as
they are linked to an alarm receiving centre
Flat entrance doors should provide 30 minutes
Fire and smoke resistance and should be fitted
with a self-closing device. This is monitored by
the building safety team to ensure compliance
Fire/Building safety legislation. There is a
monitoring and maintenance programme in
place.
